Evaluations of various incentive packages are done on a project by 
project basis and are awarded directly by the Town Council. Through activities of the EDC, the 
Town of Cary hopes to partner with new and existing businesses to benefit corporations, their 
employees, as well as the current and future citizens of Cary.
