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Cary Senior Center Holiday Craft Show will be held on Saturday, November 16, 2024, from 9 a.m. – 2 p.m.

This event is open to artists, ages 50+ who would like to sell their Hand Made Crafts and Art! This program is sponsored by the Town of Cary Senior Center.

All returning and new vendors’ registration starts Monday, June 24, and ends Friday, July 12.  Registration information and fees must be completed online to secure a spot. 

· 2023 Vendors will be emailed their booth information and contacted for payment via phone or email on Friday, July 26 if we do not reach you, you will have by Friday, August 2 to contact us back to process payment. Those who miss the deadline will not be given a space in the 2024 craft fair.

· New Vendors will be selected after the 2023 Vendor payments are received and those selected will be notified via email with their booth information and called to process payment on Friday, August 9. Those chosen to be on the waitlist will also be notified at this time.

Although the staff does their best to keep vendors in the same location as in the prior year, we cannot and WILL NOT guarantee the same location or the same size booth.  

Fees are as follows:
· Approx.  Large Space ~10’x10’ space with no tables or chairs:  (only 23 available)
$60 Fee (no more than TWO artists allowed per 10’ x 10’ space)
· Approx.  Small Space ~5’ x 10’ space with no tables or chairs:  
$40 Fee (only ONE vendor allowed per small booth)
· Tables are included in your space. If you are approved for a small space you will receive one table and one chair. If you are approved for a large space you will receive two tables and two chairs. The tables are approximately 2.5 x 6 ft.

Vendors must comply with the following: 
· All work exhibited/offered for sale must be handmade, original crafts/arts made by the applicant.  NO manufactured items will be allowed.
· All artists must be ages 50 or older and live in North Carolina.
· The Town of Cary staff has the right to deny applications deemed to be inappropriate or not meeting the standard of quality workmanship.
· Each artist must be on-site during the entire craft show to oversee his/her booth.
· The work displayed for sale must be the same as what was presented in the application process.
· Vendors are responsible for providing and securing their booth area for set up, clean up, and display of products, equipment, and all other related items needed for operating the sale of goods.  
· The Cary Senior Center does not supply nor take responsibility for the vendor’s personal property while at the sale.
· Refunds are only offered if the Cary Senior Center staff cancels the event due to inclement weather or adverse environmental conditions before 9 a.m. on the day of the event.
· Spaces are as close to the same size as advertised, but not all can be exact due to the dimensions of the different rooms.
· Vendors are asked to provide one ($15-$30) handmade item that will be raffled off using the sales of tickets at the front lobby.  The money raised will support the Friends of the Cary Senior Center and advertise your amazing items.  Raffle items will be picked up from vendors by Cary Senior Center staff during load-in on Friday between 2-6 p.m. OR by 8 a.m. morning of the event.  
· Vendors are encouraged to set up the day before the event!
· Vendors that do not show up will not be eligible to participate in the event the following year.
· Vendor fees will be forfeited under the following conditions:
(1) Vendor does not show up for the sale
(2) Vendor sells items not approved in the application process
(3) Vendor behaves discourteously to staff/public/peers/volunteers/etc.
(4) Damages the property of the Cary Senior Center 
(5) Fails to follow guidelines and/or staff and volunteer instructions.
(6) Vendors will be asked to leave if any of the above occur.

Spaces vary and are approximate sizes.  There is limited access to electrical outlets (please request power access in your application!).  Staff will do all it can to have you as close to the location and in as close to the same size, as you paid for.  Tables and chairs are included in your fee.  You may bring your own tables if they fit within the outlined space. No extension cords or other equipment is provided.

Vendors keep 100% of their sales.  The Cary Senior Center will not provide change for vendors.  Please bring all supplies you need.  No table covers are provided.

Load in/Set up: (NO HELP FOR LOAD IN/SETUP WILL BE PROVIDED, please bring help if you need it.)
Friday, November 15 from 2-6 p.m.
Saturday, November 16 from 7-8:45 a.m. (must park at Bond Park Ropes Course and will be shuttled over)
· SIDE Doors will open on Saturday at 7 a.m. for vendors to load in.  FRONT Doors for the public to shop will open at 9 a.m.  You are encouraged to set up on Friday, November 15 from 2-6 p.m.
· When you arrive to set up, there will be tables and chairs in your assigned space.  Please re-arrange and decorate your space as you feel the need while respecting your fellow crafters. (YOU MUST STAY INSIDE YOUR LINES)

Sale Hours:
Saturday, November 16 from 9 a.m.-2 p.m.
If you have not arrived to set up by 8:15 a.m. on Saturday, November 16, 2024, you will not be allowed to sell and will be asked to leave.

Take down/Clean out:
Saturday, November 16 from 2:05-3:30 p.m.
All items must be removed by 3:30 p.m. 

Please respect other vendors while everyone packs up to leave at the same time.  Please bring help if you need it to reload.

Vendor Parking: Please park at Bond Park Ropes Course Parking Lot after unloading is complete to allow ample space at the Cary Senior Center for shoppers. Shuttle service will begin at 7 a.m. to bring you back to the Senior Center. 
Directions to Bond Park Ropes Course Parking Lot: After you pass the senior center, take a right at the stop sign and this road will dead-end in the parking lot.

Additional Information:
· Vendors are allowed to (and ENCOURAGED to!) advertise for this event.   
· Cary Senior Center Advertises: Town’s website and Facebook Page, Program Guide, Flyers/Posters, Mass Emails, and More!
· Flyers: Stop by to pick up flyers and help us get the word out. As soon as they are ready, we will contact you and email you an electronic version of the posters & flyers.  
· Your Help Marketing: Send announcements to your email lists, and post on social media. Tell all your friends and acquaintance. The more who know, the more you will sell!
· You are welcome to bring your own drinks and snacks, however, the Friends of the Cary Senior Center will be selling refreshments all day. 
· Cary Senior Center has an open wifi network, however this can be very slow during the event. If you are using payment methods that require wifi, it is advised you bring your own hotspot or use a payment method that uses mobile data.

If we have someone to take your spot you will receive a refund but not the week of the event. If we cannot fill your spot you will not receive a refund.
